APPENDIX 1: Index of Deprivation
Socioeconomic deprivation refers to a state of social and economic disadvantage relative to the society in which an individual or group belongs.  It is represented by a scale of 1 to 10 where 1 is the least deprived and 10 is the most deprived. 
The index of deprivation used throughout this report is NZDep2001. NZDep2001 is based on its predecessors, NZDep91 and NZDep96 indexes of deprivation. NZDep was created from data from the 2001 Census of Population and Dwellings. 

It is a relative measure and refers to the average level of deprivation of people living in an area at a particular point in time relative to the whole of New Zealand.  A value of 10 indicates that the area is in the most deprived 10% of areas in New Zealand and a score of 1 means that the area is in the least deprived 10% of areas according to the NZDep 2001 score. 
The areas used to create the index are based on Statistics New Zealand meshblocks and are unique to the deprivation index. In a city they are roughly a block in size and where necessary are geographically connected meshblocks pooled to create an area with a population of at least 100 persons usually resident.

The index uses nine deprivation variables in the construction of the index.  The table below lists these nine variables in decreasing importance in the index.

	People living in households with equivalised* income below an income threshold

	Qualifications
	People aged 18 – 59years without any qualifications

	Living space
	People living in households above equivalised* bedroom occupancy threshold 

	Home ownership
	People not living in own home


*equivalisation is a method which allows comparisons between households of different composition.
The socioeconomic status of individuals in an area is not homogenous and the more areas are aggregated the more detail of variations in deprivation is lost especially in areas of less economic segregation and smaller populations.

APPENDIX 2: Data sources

APPENDIX 3: Fact Sheet Index
The Fact Sheets were produced by Central Region’s Technical Advisory Services Limited, the Shared Analytical and Programme Management agency jointly owned by the Central Region DHBs: Capital & Coast, Hawke’s Bay, Hutt Valley, MidCentral, Wairarapa and Whanganui.

If there is an overlap between a DHB age standardised rate confidence interval and the national age standardised rate confidence interval, then statistically, it cannot be said that there is a ‘significant’ difference with 95% confidence.
