Ratios

1. Standardised Mortality Ratios (SMR) and Standardised Incidence Ratios (SIR) are calculated by comparing actual numbers of deaths or events to expected numbers, adjusting for age and sex.  The expected number of deaths or events is taken from the number of deaths or events in the New Zealand population (the reference population).  The SMR/SIR of the reference population is always 100, a value of lower than 100 means that fewer deaths than expected occurred in the local population after adjusting for differences in age and sex; more than 100 means that there have been more deaths than expected.
2. Confidence intervals or limits are used to give a range of values within which there is a degree of certainly that the true value lies.  The most common confidence interval that is used is the 95% confidence interval.  The 95% confidence interval gives a range of values within which there is a 95% chance that the true value lies.

3. Rates in bold indicate that the DHB is significantly different from the overall national rate at the 95% CI (blue bold – above the national level, orange bold – below the national level).
