	New ambulance for Greytown


	A brand new ambulance based in Greytown was presented to Wairarapa Ambulance Services last week.  Fully-equipped, with all the bells and whistles, the new Mercedes vehicle, worth $180,000, was presented by Gary Daniell, Chairman of the Wairarapa Community Health Trust, to DHB Board Chairman Bob Francis at the Greytown Ambulance Station. The diesel-powered ambulance is more economical, has air-conditioning, a drop-leg stretcher, upgraded LED lighting and improved patient and driver compartments. 
“The Mercedes Sprinter is state-of-the-art and replaces one of our vehicles that was decommissioned last year. We really appreciate the generosity of the Community Trust and the community which allows us from time to time to replace our old ambulances,” says Shaun Camp, Manager of Wairarapa Ambulance Services. 

The Community Trust financed the first ambulance in 1994 and gradually built up a fleet of five with bequests and community grants. This new ambulance is the second in a new fleet and a third arrives in June. DHB Chairman Bob Francis acknowledged the ongoing support of the Community Trust which allows the DHB to purchase new vehicles under a very generous pay-back scheme.
