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	Wairarapa health services have been rated amongst the highest performing in New Zealand in the latest Ministry of Health quarterly report which measures the delivery of both community and hospital health services.

District health board performance is measured by 15 indicators covering a wide range of issues include Maori and Pacific health, mental health, access to primary care, family violence prevention,  and cancer treatment waiting times. Overall, Wairarapa was ranked highest of New Zealand’s 21 district health boards for “outstanding achievement” of the 15 performance indicators. 

Wairarapa DHB received outstanding ratings for four of the 15 indicators and ratings of ‘achieved’ for ten others.   It was rated as outstanding in the numbers of people enrolled in the Care Plus programme for people with long-term conditions, and low or reduced cost access to primary care services.  The DHB was also outstanding in the quality of data provided to National Collections Systems and in the proportion of lab tests and pharmaceuticals with valid national ID numbers. 

    The only one of 15 indicators which was not ‘outstanding’ or ‘achieved’ related to radiation and chemotherapy treatment waiting times which was ‘partially achieved’.  Wairarapa Hospital depends on other hospitals in the region to provide this cancer treatment and so it does not directly relate to Wairarapa DHB’s performance.
“This is a superb result and we celebrate the way staff and other health providers have worked to continually improve their performance and provide excellent service and care to patients,” says Wairarapa DHB chief executive, Tracey Adamson.  “We are meeting nationally agreed performance indicators and are providing high quality health services to the people of Wairarapa, particularly those who are most disadvantaged. These successes have not been achieved by the Wairarapa DHB alone and we acknowledge the role of the Wairarapa Community PHO, primary health providers and the many other community organisations and government agencies in making a difference to health in this region.”
