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	New hospital beds

New beds at Wairarapa Hospital means patients who are admitted will have a more comfortable stay. The hospital has just completed the changeover from the old hydraulic manual beds to all electric beds.  The wider beds have features such as a lock-out facility to prevent children from changing the settings, bed rails, thicker mattresses and a maximum loading of 300Kg. They also have adjustable bed heights allowing for patients to set the bed at a level which they determine for ease of getting in and out of bed.  

CEO, Tracey Adamson, is delighted the process is now complete. “The bed replacement process began in May 2006 when the new hospital was opened. Now all wards have the new beds which will not only give more comfort to patients but also staff will benefit. The new beds will reduce back and shoulder injuries for nurses, orderlies and cleaners. The price tag for 15 new beds was $65,000 but we are pleased we have addressed the comfort of patients and health and safety issues for staff.”
