Confirmation of Minutes – Meeting of 18th November 2008
Resolved:

THAT THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 18TH NOVEMBER 2008 BE CONFIRMED AS A TRUE AND CORRECT RECORD 
Matters Arising:

· No applications were received for the Palliative Care Volunteer Co-ordinator position.  This was discussed at the Palliative Care Community Reference Group.  It was decided that this position will be readvertised again in the New Year.
· When the Central Cancer Networks Health Needs Assessment is received, it will be distributed to all Board members.

Planning and Funding
Simon Everitt, Acting Director of Funding and Planning, summarised this report and highlighted the following points:

· In preparation for developing a new PHO contract, Planning and Funding have requested that TAS conduct a special audit of selected services.
· WCPHO have approved for one Masterton Practice, The Doctors in Chapel Street,  to provide very low cost access (VLCA).  From 1st January 2009 the Practice will charge a maximum fee of; Under 6’s – free, Up to 18 year olds - $10 and those over 18 – $16.  Members agreed that this may cause some issues between practices.
· Palliative Care patient volumes have now settled, and referrals are on track to the estimated 200 patients per annum. 

· DHBs around the country are experiencing an overspend on pharmaceuticals.  PHARMAC have advised that they expect drug costs to grow in the first half of 08/09 as they purchase new more expensive drugs.  This will be offset by savings they expect to realise from the shift to generics due to start from January 2009.

· A short term solution to the problem of the reduction in wholesale margin as a result of the low cost generics being introduced has been proposed by DHBNZ collectively.  To ensure pharmacies do not pass this additional charge onto patients, the recommended solution is to increase the PHARMAC schedule price of one of the new generic drugs in order to compensate the pharmacies for the additional charges they will be paying to wholesalers.  This is a short term measure.
· At the end of November, Funder has a ($30k) deficit against its budgeted breakeven position.  Favourable revenue YTD of $1.1m is being offset by corresponding matching expenditure.  The main risks foreseen at this stage of the financial year are; Pharmaceuticals, IDFs, DSS: Home Support and DSS; Residential Care.
· There is a $4M funding pool at the Ministry that will be available in the New Year to assist DHBs in providing more comprehensive service to patients with Hep C.  Management are meeting with Wairarapa Addiction Service, Dr Stein and Hospital management to discuss options and potential service configurations.

· The Healthy Lifestyles oversight group have approved the adoption of the new brand “Go 4 Your Life” for all the Wairarapa programmes.  The aim is to create an “umbrella” identity to provide a unifying theme.

Child Health Strategy Development
Lisa Burch, Portfolio Manager, summarised this report and highlighted the following:
· This report provided an update for members on the development of a Child Health Strategy for Wairarapa, and a proposed consultation process to determine community and stakeholder support for the vision and goals outlined in the Strategy.
· It is planned that The Child Health Strategy Discussion Document, which is a summary of the draft Child Health Strategy, will be shared and discussed with the community, local providers, other agencies and key stakeholders to determine whether they support its direction and content.

Members gave feedback on issues that they think should also be addressed in the Strategy.  The Chairman and members then congratulated Lisa on a job well done.

Martinborough Water Supply
This report was provided by Dr Stephen Palmer of Regional Public Health.  

· An article in the Times Age was brought to the attention of RPH.  The article reported that a Martinborough man had obtained test results for dinking water samples collected by him at his house.  The article alleged that the results demonstrated that the water was undrinkable and probably contaminated with Giardia.

· Samples taken by an experienced sampling officer on Dec 4th, did not detect any total coliforms or E Coli.
· Further investigations will be undertaken and a report with the final outcome will come to CPHAC early next year.

b. RICHMOND NZ HAVE AGREED THAT THEY HAVE THE CAPACITY TO RECRUIT AND MANAGE AN ADDITIONAL FTE AND PROVIDE THIS SERVICE UNDER THE SAME CONTRACTUAL ARRANGEMENTS AS THE SUB REGIONAL SERVICE

c. FUNDING FOR THIS SERVICE WILL BE VIA PROJECT FUNDING RECEIVED FROM THE MINISTRY TO DEVELOP AND DELIVER MORE INNOVATIVE SERVICES FOR YOUTH WHOSE LIVES ARE SERIOUSLY AFFECTED BY THE ABUSE OF ALCOHOL OR OTHER DRUGS. THE FUNDING HAD BEEN INTENDED TO BE USED TO PILOT THE LOCALLY DEVELOPED RIPPLE PROGRAMME AS A 12 MONTH PILOT.
